2 Preach the Word; be prepared in
season and out of season; correct,
rebuke and encourage-- with great
patience and careful instruction. 3

itching ears want to hear. 4 They will
turn their ears away from the truth
and turn aside to myths.

Mostly these days | spend
time reviewing the news as it comes
over the internet. | also read instruction
books, professional journals and the
daily newspaper.

It's really good to
practice reading because it is one of
the best ways for a person to increase
his or her knowledge. In fact, not only

is it good to read silently, but it is good
to read out loud so that one learns how
to better express himself as he com-
municates with others.

Before | can preach | have to read. |
need to know what the Word says.
That | learn from reading it over and
over again. In addition, | need to read
to know what the world says. It's good
for my mind, it's good for my soul, and
it's good for my overall well-being.

At Emmanuel | am impressed with the
reading indicators that | hear, sense,
and have an awareness of. It's clear
that many among us have prodigious
reading appetites. The articles that are
brought to me, the questions that |
have been asked, and the rich and
beautiful vocabularies that are used to
express and exchange ideas are all
evidence of a congregation that is filled
with readers. My strong and continued
advice for you is to plan to spend a lit-
tle bit of each day reading your bibles.
In fact, wear them out from use...and
you and | will find ourselves immeas-
urably blessed as we read God’s word.

The content of what is written is some-
thing to which we must pay close atten-
tion. Just because someone has the
ability to write words and convey
thoughts, it does not follow that every-
thing that is written and might be read,
is worthwhile.

Whatever the case may be, we need to exercise
care and discernment as we read. Not everything
that appears to be worthwhile is good for us to read,
in fact, there are more than a few things that are
written that we would be better off if we didn’t read
them at all.

As an example | logged on to
http://www.christiantoday.com/church/ and read sev-
eral articles about Christianity in the world. Interest-
ing as those articles might be, what became increas-
ingly clear was the shortage of articles that had to do
with Jesus Christ as the Savior God. Even though
Bible passages were used, the main message was
the Social Gospel and not The Gospel of Salvation.
Here are a few article titles:

» Church makes case for further devolution
e Church brings hope to hopeless in recession

- Archbishop resists alternative bishop for oppo-
nents of female ordination

« European Evangelicals to meet for General As-
sembly

The whole point of what I'm writing here is that we
should continue to read each day, we should con-
tinue to read the Bible carefully and regularly, and
we should be very careful to examine what we read
in the light of God’s Holy Word.
