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Pastor’s Pen...

Dear Friends,

Confession: sincere sorrow for our sin, and
faith in the forgiveness of our sins.

As I begin to write this article I'm reminded
that part of my intent is to share with you
some things that may or may not have been
known or practiced by you before. More
about that a little later.

In the basement of our home we have a very
old rocking chair. In fact, it once belonged to
the great, great, great, grandmother of our
daughters. It is kept, by our family, as a re-
minder of those in the past who have been a
part of who we are. Each one of our children
for whom this is meaningful the lessons have
had to be taught about the ancestor who
used to rock her babies to sleep in this
rocker made of wicker and wood. It was in
this chair that they were loved, comforted,
shielded, and embraced in the characteristic
motherly love that is now bestowed by her
great, great, great grand-daughters as they
similarly care for their children. It is not
hard for me to imagine her actions as I have
seen it played out by two of the generations
of those who have used that very chair to do
the very same thing.

But something has changed. There is some-
thing about that chair that will never be the
same. Old as it is, used by many, dried out
from years of sitting around and being sat
upon, the other day one of those grandchil-
dren, not of hers, but of others, in the ener-
getic rambunction of youthful abandonment
and carelessness sat down forcefully on the
chair and broke through the caning of the
chair bottom. Now the chair is spoiled, it is
no longer as it used to be for so many gen-
erations.

There was no reporting of the incident, no
immediate confession of responsibility, but
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the discovery of its changed condition took
place when the grandmother who had
rocked her babies and her daughter’s babies
there came upon the “broken” chair. There
were tears, anger, and the hopelessness of
never recovering that which is now gone or
lost forever. We discussed our roles of care-
lessness, prevention, lack of instruction and
supervision, (If we had really expected the
rocker to be preserved we should not have
left it out for public use, etc., etc.,) we be-
moaned the fact that the supervising parents
who knew the value had not impressed on
their children the importance of protection
and preservation of that family heirloom.
But then, and now, there is nothing to be
done that will change things back to the way
they once were. What's done is done, and
there is nothing we can do about it...

As I considered what could be salvaged from
this circumstance, I kept going back to the
importance of teaching and learning among
us. The values that we cherish, the things
that mean the most to us, these and the
many items related to them need to be
taught and re-taught or else things that are
irrevocable will take place and the conse-
quences will follow. Things will be changed,
lives will be altered and relationships will be
broken. The most important lesson that we
had to review is that of keeping things in
their perspective. Things, stuff, articles and
heirlooms, although extremely important
and considered priceless in individual value,
are really only limited to the here and now.
The things that really matter, the eternally
consequential things; life, death, forgiveness,
confession and loving lasting
